	3. LMC/DVC Distance Ed. HSI grant proposal
	LMC has asked DVC to cooperatively apply for a HSI grant devoted to distance education.  Kim presented to the committee an outline of a plan for distance education as a part of instructional technology.  The central thesis of the plan is that distance education needs to be a part of an overall effort to improve instructional technology and its use.  For example, the path to online instruction for both a student and faculty is the use of technology to supplement an in-person class to then a hybrid class and then to an online class.  By consensus the committee endorsed Kim’s proposal, noting the inclusion of an element for faculty training and certification in online instruction.

	An accreditation subcommittee has asked the Distance Education Committee for evidence of instructor-generated course evaluations and campus wide inquiries that can be used in the accreditation report.
