Portions of the self study particularly relevant to distance education (p. 155-158, 161) were reviewed, noting that distance education is also a part of college wide efforts such as assessment so it is found throughout the document.

	The committee began working through the May 2 draft of the charter by sections.  There were no major changes in the background, the mission statement was modified to incorporate language from the action plan in the accreditation self study.  The committee will seek clarification of definitions for online delivery formats from District Research and IT.  A proposal was made for the committee membership to be in faculty and non-faculty parts, with the faculty membership directed towards those teaching online.
