
 
 

Los Medanos College’s International Students Program uses a secure express shipping service 

for students who wish to receive their documents via FedEx, UPS, or DHL. This method is 

recommended, as it is the only way to track your shipment, but it is not required. US Air Mail 

can present a challenge in reaching certain countries and rural areas. 

You can use this shipping program to receive documents from our office. Please note that 

express mail is at your expense. You should expect shipping to cost anywhere between $50.00 

and $120.00 USD based on distance traveled. E-ShipGlobal handles all payment transactions. 

EShip Global accepts all credit cards, PayPal, and wire transfers. 

To request express mail service please follow the instructions below.
