Minutes of September 1, 2009 Meeting

1. Debrief on College Assembly on 8/31/09: The taskforce discussed the feedback from the faculty. Richard shared a short list of issues he had heard from some members of the assembly regarding the CSLO assessment plan.  Jancy Rickman attended the first half hour of the meeting to share her comments and suggestions. The issues raised included:

· Too much work

· Would limit academic freedom

· Threaten job security

· Compensation for adjunct faculty

· Lack of clarity between assessment and grading

· Not clear on how much ‘standardization’ between sections would be required

· Questions about student/faculty privacy due to the CLASS software system

· Concern about this being like “No child left behind” in the K-12 system

There was some discussion at the taskforce meeting about next steps, that the taskforce should continue to communicate with the college as the process is still being developed, and what the form/s of communication should take. 
2. Discussion about the planning template: The taskforce continued its discussion of the first draft of the planning template.  CSLO assessment is a snap shot of the course.  Some of the ideas that are coalescing in the taskforce are:
· That a minimum of 3 CSLOs should be assessed in a course

· That a minimum of one assessment instrument may be selected

· That at least 60% of the sections of the course should assessed.

There were questions about the process to follow to review and implement such recommendations. The taskforce will continue to discuss these implementation ideas along with the next draft of the planning form/template.

The planning form/template should be ready by the 9/22 meeting of the taskforce.  This template will be presented to the dept chairs at the 10/6 department chair meeting.
Next meetings: Next meeting will be on 9/8/09 in the Office of Instruction conference room (Room 420).    All future taskforce meetings in fall 2009 will be this conference room.
