	Changes to Governing board AA Degree Requirements (M. Norris):

· The Senators discussed the case for and against removing the district-wide requirements for the AA Degree.
· Comments: 
· P.E. and Health courses provide students with info and skills that apply to their everyday lives.
· Removing P.E. and Health discriminates against students who cannot afford fitness clubs and personal trainers.
· Increased health improves success rates.
· LMC should consider reworking the GE package so the LMC parallel degree is as enticing as 1440 degrees.
· P.E. and Health courses could be placed in the Science boxes – it decreases units but still gives students an option to take them.
· The Math department wants to reopen GE conversation (adding, removing courses/boxes) campus-wide but not district-wide.
· 14 out of 16 community colleges in the Bay Area require Health, PE or both (except Laney and Berkeley).
· For CTE students, the issue is about getting degrees not transferring. 
· This is an autonomy issue (the right of the campus to make decisions).
