	DSP&S Faculty Handbook  (V. Richards):
Because an instructor stated in his/her syllabus that he/she never gave make-up exams under any circumstances, and a DSP&S student protested that, District legal has instructed LMC to add the following paragraph to the DSP&S Faculty Handbook.
“Students who have verified disabilities and have a current student educational contract with DSP&S may request a makeup exam if their absence is due to their verified disability.  Make up exams may be negotiated on a case-by-case basis with the instructor.  Additional documentation may be required.  Students are responsible for contacting the instructor in the event that there is a necessity for missing classes, including exams, due to their disability.”

	Adopting a district EEO plan (E. Holtmann):
E. Holtmann presented a revision of the December 11, 2007 draft of the CCCCD Equal Employment Opportunity Plan
http://www.losmedanos.edu/intra-out/as/documents/EEOPlan2013-10-28.doc 
The 2007 draft plan had been approved by CCCCD District Governance Council by stalled in Human Resource because the state Department of Finance (DOF) did not approve the proposed title 5 EEO regulations due to mandated cost concerns. On April 25, 2012, the State Chancellor’s office responded by issuing a memo explaining to districts how to modify their EEO plans. Holtmann used the State Chancellor’s memo to make the revised plan he has brought to the senate today. The changes are primarily that the District would not be required to analyze the degree of under representation and significant under representation. The State Chancellor’s memo says that other parts of the plan are not required, but in this draft most of them have been left in.
Holtmann is asking the senate to pass a resolution supporting the revised EEO plan. The EEO plan would need approval by District Governance Council, Chancellor’s Cabinet (which would check with human resources and legal), and the Governing Board.
