a) Academic Senate President:
· Pedagogy Innovation Project – still looking for applicants.  The deadline is tomorrow, (5/18/21) by 5:00 p.m. and final decision on the 21st.
· UF and Senate Forum took place on 5/5/21 with faculty panel who’s had the experience of being on campus and about 50 faculty attended.  V.P. Natalie Hannum addressed many of the questions.  Discussions were around returning to campus, obstacles wearing masks, ventilation assessment, providing clear messaging, supplemental instruction, requests for microphones/cameras, hybrid classes and sanitation stations.
· Expanded Cabinet meeting addressed student services; look like for counselors and librarians and spaces in their areas of work and faculty returning having adequate resources and more communications from Chancellor Reece and LMC managers will keep us up to date.

b) College Administration: LMC Guided Pathways (GP) Update - (S. Montemayor Lenz): Arts, Humanities and Music is having a debrief and working with Dean team, department faculty and staff on setting a date to review all work done, catalog and scaling across four pillars of the pathways.  GP worked with Dean Moultrie on eLumen pillar one clarified the path and counseling faculty worked on assessment; looked at every program of study against the catalog and program review.  Dean Moultrie shared and demonstrated eLumen sequencing and programs of study; curriculum launched in 2020, programs (degrees & certificates) and CSU pattern.
- LMC Pathways Logos – Icon pathway samples were shared.  Feedbacks were shared. 1) Add Biological Science Icon on STEM and 2) Will there be a capture interdisciplinary studies with crossover between larger categories or will it be on specific department landing pages?

                   equivalency conversations are still in progress, meeting 3 out of 5 and working with CC on discipline, course crossing, department not being
                   consulted and collaboration not being enough and of concern, to separate the issue of cross listing from development of ethnic studies.

a) Community & Contract Education Program – Update (D. Wahl) – Tabled for FALL 2021.
b) What’s in a Course Number – Discussion to adopt C-ID Numbering – (J. Von Bergen)
- J. Von Bergen shared the article ‘What’s in a Course Number’ and shared a link to a report known as ‘the recovery with equity report.’  Assembly Bill 111 that came out unanimously by State Assembly and reaction from Academic Senate and FACC with concerns about the bill that would force colleges to adopt the CID numbering.  Equity report explains the positive aspects of C-ID numbering; students will no longer have to figure out course numbers between colleges and help with enrollment; LMC Math has adopted common course numbers for Chancellor level classes.  J. Von Bergen requested for bring it back to departments for discussion, for senate to have a discussion and put forward for further discussion in DVC and CCC senates.  Discussions: It’s not required; September (FA21) curriculum cycle, any renumbering every single program will be affected and has to be sent to the state, shadow numbering system, big opposition to the bill, colleges have different numbering system, option for a new course using CID numbering system.
