	First Reading: (N. Hannum & M. Lynn):
a) Credit for Prior Learning (CPL) – For Second Read – N. Hannum pointed out Title 5 change affecting CPL; use to be Credit by Exam.  This is the District Policy and next step will be for LMC Policy.  Changes can include Military access, more descriptive requirements & still faculty purview.  Tabled for Nov 16th meeting for the portion of document as first read.  Feedback to convey at district level and UF regarding faculty time.
b) Curriculum Committee Quorum – M. Lynn shared the challenges of meeting quorum for CC.  Discussions around Brown Act regulations were explained, feedback to have alternates do the work, faculty can designate alternate from outside of their departments, for Classified who teaches PT as alternates, to recruit for more alternates, no extension for Dec 1st deadline, to tap into other committees, see who is not in committees and there needs to be Title 5 training components for alternates to do the work.
- Motion to extend discussion time to 5 more minutes – Approved (M/S; J. Von Bergen/R. Hiscocks) 13 Votes, 0 Opposed and 1 Abstain

a) Program Revitalization – Discontinuance Guidance Document – N. Hannum shared out DVC’s policy manual where LMC are now working on; the draft will be coming to ASC next month.  The document will offer a lot of transparencies with basis of Board and local policy.  The document will sit in one place for access to all.  Feedback from all is requested when the document is available.
b) RAP Update – C. Montoya gave a refresh on Resource Allocation Process and budget availability.
