	A. District-wide Senators Meeting:  The District-wide meeting will be held at CCC on March 30 starting at 11:30 am.
B. Chancellor’s Chat – March 5:  Senate members were encouraged to attend the Chat at CCCSIG.  The regularly scheduled Senate meeting will be cancelled.   
C. Have a Heart:  Hertstein reported that $100 had been collected for Have a Heart campaign.  She will put out another e-mail reminding folks to donate to the scholarship.  She will also remind them they can sign up for a monthly deduction.  One or two dollars a month would add up to $12 – $24 a year. Thank you Margaret to keep this tradition going.  
D. Chili Cook-off – March 11:  The flyer has gone out announcing the cook-off.  Not sure at this time how many have signed up.  Carol Hernandez, a student and the 615 Restaurant Chef are judging.  Don’t forget to sign up to enter your favorite chili.  If you are willing to help. Contact Mary Oleson or Sylvia Benzler.  
E. Cinco de Mayo:  The Senate discussed possible dates:  May 5 or 6.  If the fifth was chosen, we would conflict with the Job Fair and have to use the Library.  Senate chose to go with Thursday, the 6th.  Kathy Cullar is the chair.  
F. Staff Appreciate Lunch:  Schmidt and Kohler talked with President Garcia about continuing this event in light of budget restraints.  He agreed he would ask the Management Council for donations to keep this event afloat.  The Senate chose May 12 or 19 as possible dates depending on availability of L109.  Catherine Fonseca and Grace Villegas will co-chair the event.  There were about 175 in attendance last year.  The Senate discussed, again, it wasn’t right to ask Senate members to donate salads for the event.  Some folks were over -zealous in their eating habits, which contributed to there not being a lot leftover at the end for late comers.  The co-chairs will work out the menu for the event, possibly contacting La Veranda for a price quote.
G. Professional Development Advisory Board:  The Professional Development Advisory Board is being formed and 3 Senate reps need to be appointed.  Kathy Cullar said she was willing to continue in this work.  Eloine Chapman was interested.  She will think about it.  Kohler will put out an e-mail requesting folks to volunteer for the committee.  Some specific names came forward and will be asked individually if folks don’t come forward.
H. Kennedy-King Scholarship:  The Senate has been invited to contribute to the Kennedy-King Scholarship.  To be mentioned in the program, a contribution of $300 is needed.  The Senate discussed whether to contribute to Kennedy-King (which benefits LMC recipient students) or to keep all the proceeds for LMC students only.  No decision was made and was tabled to next meeting.
I. 2010-11 Budget Discussion:  Tabled.  
J. Weight Watchers Update:  Mary Oleson reported she had done additional investigations into bringing WW on campus.  Unfortunately, after talking to Lindy Maynes (new facilities person), WW would have to pay rental fees.  WW doesn’t have money to pay for the fees.  Senate asked if this is for the benefit of employees, why the college wouldn’t waive the fees.  Oleson hasn’t received any positive feedback from management.  She suggests using CCCSIG.  They have a Nutra-Sum program (closed until fall) and walking programs.  She will look into these programs further.  
K. Student Grievance Procedure & Forms:   The Senate discussed the Student Grievance Procedure.  After review, the Senate concluded that our concerns were Local 1 issues.  One being, Classified Staff needs Local 1 representation if involved in a grievance.  Page 2, “C” for informal and formal grievance staff needs representation.  Staff has the right for representation.  Two, the form should include a check-off box to note if Local 1 was present (yes or no).  Mills will contact Bruce Cutler about the Local 1 concerns.
L. Distance Education Strategic Plan:  Cullar gave an overview of the committee.  Distance Ed has been around since 2000.  It has been charged by SGC to provide quality education to a diverse group.  It is to provide student services on-line.  The Strategic Plan is to provide infrastructure of Distance Ed and to legitimize on-line on campus.  The Plan wants to apply SLO’s.  Classified need training for those impacted by the Plan.  Senate should invite Tawny Beal to discuss further.
