	Council Business


	A. Interim Vice President: After looking at the 2014 election results, of the remaining few names, members had moved to another campus or had already declined.  At the advice of the Council, Kohler asked Linda Maniscalco if she could fill in as the interim vice president for spring 2016.  Maniscalco agreed.  Motion carried.  (Villegas/Cullar/All in favor)
B. Shared Governance Council Reps (2):  Upon the advice of the Council, Kohler asked Grace Villegas, Jamila Stewart and Sandra Mills if they could fill the vacancies on SGC for spring 2016.  Villegas and Stewart agreed.  S. Mills declined if the other two agreed.  Motion carried.  (McLean/Cullar/All in favor)
C. Appointment to EEO Committee:  Upon the advice of Council, Kohler asked Tamara Green if she would represent the Senate on the EEO committee.  Green agreed.  Motion carried.  (Villegas/McLean/All in favor)
D. Holiday Lunch Evaluation Dec. 9:  The revised Disneyland tickets were a big hit.  Decorations were out of this world.  Food was great.  Thank you to the committee who organized, planned, decorated, baked, etc.  The Senate made $1590 for student scholarships.  .
E. Chili Cook-off March 1:  The Senate was notified by the current co-chairs, they were unable to execute this event in time for March first.  Rather than cancel, the Senate agreed to move the event to the end of March.  The Senate asked to send out a request to all for volunteers as well as to ask Kathy Griffin.  Kohler will check availability of indoor quad and send out notification.
F. PDAC $2000 Grant:   PDAC has allocated $2000 of its 2015-16 budget for Classified Staff Professional Learning activities.  The funds need to be spent by June 30.  A PDAC Resource Request Form needs to be submitted.  The Senate discussed some ideas.  The Fish philosophy by Mary Miscisn was discussed as well as inviting Thomas Brown, who spoke at CLI last June.  The Senate leaned toward asking Mr. Brown of his availability.  The Senate would like to see something on building relationships, coping/stress triggers and interactive activities.  Friday afternoon was suggested with maybe lunch.  Kohler will contact Mr. Brown.

G. District EEO Plan – HR 1010.01:  The Senate discussed the current version of HR 1010.01.  The only question was on page 12.  The Senate felt Presidents and Vice Presidents should be dropped off.  The Senate will revisit at the next meeting.  Our input must go to the March 15 CSCC/DGC.  

H. LMC EEO Charges:  The Senate reviewed the LMC EEO charges sent to SGC.  The Senate agreed to report back to SGC the missing “the” on line two and Bullet 4:  The Senate wanted to know if there was a specific reason only 3 groups were singled out.  Is there a broader definition to include all groups?
I. District Senate Leadership Retreat – April 15:  Senate leadership has been sent a mark the date for the Districtwide Classified Senate Leadership Retreat.  This will be held at DVC and hosted by DVC.  More details to follow

J. Classified Leadership Institute – June 16-18:  The Senate will be able to send 3 or 4 members to the CLI.  Four members requested to attend.

Classified Senates Coordinating Council is planning its annual Leadership Training on April 15 at DVC.
