G. Format for March 16 Meeting:  The Planning Committee would like to use our time to discuss the Interim Strategic Plan.  Prior to our meeting the Diversity Workstyle Workshop will be offered.  It was agreed to meet for a short business meeting at 3:45 and turn the remained of the time to the Planning Committee.  All employees would be invited.

	A. District Reports:  A budget presentation was given at DGC.  The PowerPoint indicated that there MAY BE concessions from employee groups.  At Board the same presentation stated THERE WILL BE concessions from employee groups.  DGC agendas have been short the last couple months.  The Chancellor will hold her annual Chat on March 22 at DVC Trophy Room.
B. Shared Governance Council:  SGC has had two meetings since we last met.  LMC’s budget will have a shortfall of $1.1 million this year.  The fall schedule is gearing down 3%.  There could be another 159 sections cut if the Governor’s tax doesn’t pass.  SGC has had a report from IDEA and TLP.  Brentwood Center will be on the agenda for approval to become Center status.  
C. Enrollment Management:  The committee approved cutting the fall schedule by 3%.  They have adopted a rubric to guide them in helping to determine sections to cut.  It will also help in adding courses when times are better.  They are not taking across the board cuts.
D. Health and Safety:  No report.
E. Planning Committee:  The committee is gathering info to complete their task of writing an interim strategic plan.  The Committee will hold several information meetings.  They need to determine three initiatives and objectives.
F. TAG:   The committee is meeting next week.
G. Distance Ed:  The committee is looking at 508 compliance in on-line course outlines of record –college-wide.
H. IDEA (Institutional Development for Equity & Access):  A subcommittee is working on the student equity plan.  The beginning phase is to review the old plan.  A plan is no longer mandated by the State.
