Announcement will go out by email on Monday 3/23/15 with nominations due back by Monday, 4/6.  Ballots will be put in mailboxes on 4/8 to be returned by 4/22.  R. Turner will assist with the counting of the ballots, representing the Council.  Announcement of results will take place at the May 1st Senate Meeting. 	Committee Input and Report Outs:  


	A. District Reports:  Kohler shared DGC approved recommended changes by District management.  The LMC EEO committee recommended some changes to go to DGC on BP 2001 & 2002 and HR 101.01 & HR 1040.07.  The recommendation was brought to LMC DGC members just prior to the meeting.  The documents should have gone through regular DGC protocol.  HR 3040.03 was tabled.  CSCC talked to Chancellor that afternoon about recommendations.  She was to look into the recommendations further.  

B. Shared Governance Council:  SGC was informed about the Accreditation Follow-Up Report timeline.  Kamath is working with two groups to write the draft.  SGC finished reviewing the position paper.  SGC will hold RAP presentations on 3/25 in L109.  Kratochvil updated SGC on the smoking policy.  Better and uniform signage will be put up.  It was announced a CSLO Coordinator was appointed.  There were no Classified on the interview committee.  The Sr. Dean of Student Services was on the committee, as this person will be working with Student Services.
C. Enrollment Management:  Enrollment numbers at District are down but LMC numbers are up.  They discussed the compressed calendar, which may start Fall, 2016.  It’s not certain if a winter session will be offered.  There will be a summer session.  The compressed calendar should help with FTES.
