	Presentation – Desk Top Power Saving Software
	Mike Becker joined the Senate to discuss new desk top power saving software.  This software has been installed in the labs and has proven to save energy.  Becker estimated $250 was saved in a week (144 computers) with a yearly estimated savings of $50-60,000.  The software is no cost to the college.  Some will be asked to volunteer to have the software put on their computer.  This will be implemented over the summer on most Classified computers.  The Senate agreed to go forward.
