E. RESPECT Campaign:  Shared Governance Council will be having a retreat in November and the selected topic will be centered on respect.  It was suggested to look at the RESPECT model from the Nova Scotia College in Canada.  Students, IDEA and Professional Development committees will also be invited to the retreat.  The thought is lack of respect between students, but it is more than that.  It also involves, staff, faculty and managers.  The college needs to be more proactive.  The Senate discussed there is a lack of respect.  In particular, cursing is getting out of hand.  Senate was reminded that whatever is decided, must be cautious that folks are not singled out or penalized.  Kohler was asked to send out an e-mail to all Classified to ask for feedback by reply or anonymous to her LMC mailbox.
F. SB 1440:  The Senate discussed the question of what does an AA mean here.  With the passage of SB 1440, local graduation requirements are in jeopardy of being eliminated (Bio 5 (Health), PE, ComSci and Ethical Inquiry).  Senate was asked the question do we make it easier or harder for students to receive an AA?  Discussion didn’t come to a conclusion.  If LMC were to keep the requirements, we could lose students to DVC.  Senate expressed there are lack of counselors with correct information and differences in each colleges’ requirements.  It was also expressed that Math and English are also difficult to get a student through the requirements to transfer.  Senate noted this is a professional and academic matter.
