B. Meet ‘n Greet Evaluation:  The Meet ‘n Greet was a huge success.  We had over 50% attendance.  Christina Goff was an excellent speaker and gave a complete overview of the SLO’s at all levels.  Next year The Senate will hold the Meet ‘n Greet the Friday before Halloween.  Topic of discussion might be an orientation to the Senate or hold a short business meeting.  Senate will wait to see if there is something more pressing at the time for discussion or review before making a decision.

D. TLP – Should it be a subcommittee of SGC?:  The Senate held a long discussion on TLP (Teaching Learning Project)  President Garcia asked the Senate to discuss whether or not the TPL should be a shared governance committee.
