	A. Agenda was approved. (Oranje/Almassey/All in favor)

	Council Business


	A. Report from IDEA Committee Meeting:  J .Stewart reported the committee’s agenda included the discussion on holiday decorations.  The committee waited until all groups were at the table to discuss.  Students came to recommend no religious décor on campus.  Students didn’t know the whole story.  Stewart brought all of the Senate concerns to the table.  Some departments had no voice in the mandate to take down décor.  Townsend explained at the meeting she didn’t ask for this to happen.  She explained management made the decision.  She also didn’t expect such a reaction.  Senate expressed that actual inclusion is also non-inclusive to others.  IDEA expressed that the campus needed the opportunity to educate ourselves in different cultures and recognized that this was not handled correctly, which became problematic.  IDEA realizes and acknowledges not handled properly and was not fair to Classified.  The Senate agreed with IDEA there is no solid answer.  Classified have to be included.

B. Fundraising Event – Soup Cook-Off Evaluation:  S.West appreciated everyone that volunteered and competed in the Soup Cook-Off. The following is my evaluation of the event:

· Marketing – email is great and inexpensive. Some people have expressed concerns about being overwhelmed by them. I recommend developing another creative method that’s inexpensive; maybe voicemail messages.

· Signage – the turnaround time for signs to be made by Associate Union was too short. I recommend purchasing a custom sign without dates or at least a changeable banner (Velcro) that can be used each year.  Also, I recommend that a few flyers printed in color are available to post on campus walls/buildings/offices.

· Soup submissions – there was a fair amount of submissions but we could use more.  I recommend that we inform people purchased (store bought) soups is acceptable to sell for fundraising purposes, but they can’t compete. This makes people feel welcomed who don’t cook or have the time to cook. May be developing a separate category to help everyone feel inclusive in the process. Also, we should encourage clubs (students) to participate in the event for volunteer hours – this is a great way to show collaboration among the senate.

C. Holiday Lunch – December 8, 2016:  58 tickets have been sold.  100 would be ideal.  Great opportunity drawing gifts.
D. Fundraising Idea:  C.Stahl suggested to Kohler the idea of a pasta cook-off.  The Senate liked the idea.  The contest would be more of a sauce contest if everyone received the same pasta.  The Senate approved the idea with the title of Pasta Palooza and asking C.Stahl to chair the event.  The Senate also approved having the event on February 28, instead of the Chili Cook-Off.  (After the meeting, C.Stahl asked for additional time to think about the event and those in attendance were notified.  Overwhelmingly, the response was to hold the Chili Cook-Off.)

E. EEO Committee Rep – Appointment:  Thus far there has been no volunteers to fill B. Robertson’s slot.

F. EEO Committee Charges/Goals & Objectives-Approval:  SGC requested EEO committee goals and charges be approved by the Senate.  Last time we saw these, the Senate had made some suggestions.  At SGC EEO reps thought Senate had approved.  There was no evidence found in past minutes to show approval.  The Senate felt charge #4 should be deleted or reworded.  Is this possible?  The question was asked if the purpose of diversity training was not to make committee members sensitive to different groups.  The Senate is still looking for a campus definition of diversity. It was mentioned it has taken EEO over two years to come up with their charges and goals.  Measurability?
G. Petition to Make Our Colleges Sanctuary Campuses-Approval:  The Senate reviewed the petition that has been circulated by faculty and Classified to be presented to the Governing Board.  The Senate agreed this was an individual decision.  Many Classified have already signed the petition.

The committee voted to write a letter of support to the president in regard to the EEO committee’s recent letter asking that open forums be part of the hiring process for the new Dean of Equity and Inclusion. 

We discussed the campus response to the presidential primary election results and moved that, following the example of other local colleges, we assemble a response team to react and have statements prepared in a more timely manner on behalf of the campus when events like this take place.  

Lastly, the committee discussed recommendations for a seasonal decoration policy for public spaces on campus. This will be an ongoing discussion in future meetings.

I. Professional Development Advisory Committee: PDAC has had no meeting since the last Senate meeting.  PDAC will not meet in November. J.Nicholas has approved OT for Classified Professionals outside work hours to develop PD activities.  Manager needs to approve to work on PD projects during work time.

J. Student Success Act:  3SP has not met since the last senate meeting.

K. EEO Committee:  Their next scheduled meeting is December 13, 2016.
