H.  Sustainability:  Meeting Date:  December 2, 2015
1. We started the meeting by reviewing and approving minutes from the previous two meetings held in October and November.

2. We shared information we’d all collected since the last meeting, such as details on our current trash and recycling handling, vendors for new water bottle filling stations, best vendors for refillable dry erase pens, and information about the vendor vetting process for the new Student Union, funding for Earth Day, and LED lighting retrofits.

3. Based on the information above, we identified and assigned tasks to keep on track with our committee goals.

I.  Professional Development Advisory Committee: PDAC met on 12/3/15 from 2-3:10pm to discuss the following items:

· Budget - PDAC has been allocated funding from the District and local campus to support their expenses.  In the past the money was used to support subcommittees, which is no longer the case.  It was recommended and approved that categories are created to cover expenses for: 

1. Conferences - $10K

2. Health and Wellness - $2K

3. Leadership - $2,300

4. New Employee Orientation - $1K

5. Teaching and Learning - $2K

6. Technology - $2K

7. Supplies - $860

Leftover money from any category will be used to support other areas needing additional funding.  It is important to utilize funding received to avoid cuts with future funding in order to sustain and support PDAC activities on campus.

· EXITO/funds will be spent on the following during Spring’16 - September 2016

1. Memberships/Journals

2. Groups

3. Professional Partnerships

4. Faculty website with Orientation Information

5. Webinar Renewals

· Those receiving conference funding are required to complete a survey, write a report and/or report out to their department and PDAC committee.  When requesting funding from either PDAC/EXITO, a uniform (one form) has been created.  All forms must be submitted by the deadlines and require managers approval.

· PD compensation policy/procedures were discussed and reviewed regarding a need to modify the existing protocol.   As the procedures stands, there are some issues with it and a small taskforce was created to address the committee’s concerns regarding:

1. Is there a compensation limit?

2. What classifies the need for compensation?

3. Is there a request form for compensation approval?

4. What is the process for adjuncts to receive compensation?

5. Is everyone on the committee allowed to be compensated?

6. Define PDAC responsibilities vs. PDAC compensation?
J. Student Success Act:  3SP has not met since the last Senate Meeting.
K. EEO Committee:  EEOC will not be meeting until December 8, 2015.  At this time I have nothing to report other than the ones I’ve sent you on November 20th.
