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Resolution No: 2013-002
Resolution urging President Bob Kratochvil, in his capacity as the Los Medanos College President, 

to assign SAFETY on the campus as a top priority.
WHEREAS, safety on our campuses is of upmost importance for all, including students, classified staff, faculty, management and visitors; and

WHEREAS, recent lack of leadership in safety monitoring under the direction of a Safety Committee and a manager, employees and students are uncertain as to the steps to be taken for their safety; it is acknowledged that the Safety Committee has recently reorganized; and

WHEREAS, alarms sound, some employees and students take upon themselves to evacuate and others are complacent and continue doing what they were doing; there are no “all clear” communications.  Some locations on campus cannot hear the alarms; and

WHEREAS, some areas; such as, Admissions and Records, are unable to leave their location due to malfunctioning roll-up doors and there is a ten-minute reset factor; and
WHEREAS, buildings/storage facilities (the Science building/ Building and Grounds) housing chemicals are not clearly mapped and nor responsibilities defined to the employees that work in those areas, leading to a hazardous workspace; and
NOW LET IT BE RESOLVED, the Safety Committee shall meet, confer, and disseminate information for an efficient and safe evacuation; including maps posted, safety monitors appointed, communication equipment updated and distributed to monitors; and all students, classified staff, faculty and managers will know the evacuation plan.  Evacuation drills / “all clear” for fire, natural disaster, shelter in place, and campus shooter(s) shall take place each semester to evaluate problem areas for correction.   A method (email, telephone, cell phone, radios et al) of communication will be chosen to be used during emergencies and an “all clear” will be issued. Students, classified staff, faculty and managers will be aware of that method; and 
RESOLVED, professional development opportunities will be given for personal safety, evacuation, violent behavior(s); shooter(s), fire extinguisher training, First Aid/CPR and AED; CERT training will be offered; professional development could be in the form of brown bag lunches, email tips or offered on professional development days; trainings need to be offered on a consistent basis to ensure the safety of all on campus; and

RESOLVED, the Classified Senate urges the Los Medanos College President, Bob Kratochvil (along with the Shared Governance Council), to accept this Resolution as an emergency situation and charge the Safety Committee to immediately resolve the issues of safety on the main campus and the Brentwood Center, taking into consideration the items and suggestions listed above.
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
