CHDEV 90 – Change prerequisite to CHDEV 1, 10, 11, 50, and 62.  CHDEV 83 or previous experience working in an early childhood setting (requires instructor review and approval).  Rationale:  In an effort to meet concerns raised by our Advisory Committee of practicum barriers to completion, and to better align our Certificate of Achievement with the 24 unit recommended size, we are allowing students to take CHDEV 15 OR CHDEV 90 instead of CHDEV 15 AND CHDEV 90.

COMSC 90 – PC Repair – Hardware (A+ Certification)  Discipline:  Computer Science, Computer Information Systems.  The first of three courses (COMSC 90, 91, 92) designed to prepare students for the CompTIA A+ Certification exams.

COMSC 91 –  PC Repair – Hardware (A+ Certification)  Discipline:  Computer Science, Computer Information Systems.   The second of three courses (COMSC 90, 91, 92) designed to prepare students for the CompTIA A+ Certification exams.

COMSC 92 – A+ Certification Exam Preparation  Discipline:  Computer Science, Computer Information Systems.  This half semester 1.5 unit course is the last of three courses (COMSC 90, 91, 92) designed to prepare students for the Comp TIA A+ Certfication exams.

ENGIN 10LS – Introduction to Engineering  Discipline:  Engineering  Introduces the engineering profession
ENGIN 20 – Programming with C++ for Engineers and Scientists  Discipline:  Engineering, Computer Science, Physics.  Computer Programming using the C++ programming language’s syntax, control, and data structures.

ENGIN 22 – Programming with matlab for Engineers and Scientists  Discipline:  Engineering, Computer Science, Physics.  Computer programming using the MATLAB software package, including syntax, control, and data structures.

ENGIN 25 – Engineering Graphics  Discipline:  Engineering, Engineering Technology.  Introduces descriptive geometry and engineering graphics techniques.  Techniques include freehand and instrument drawing, while the primary emphasis is on computer aided drafting.

ENGIN 30 – Materials Science  Discipline:  Engineering, Chemistry, and Physics.  A lecture and lab course that investigates the relationships between microscopic structures and the macroscopic properties of engineering materials – including metals, ceramics, glasses, polymers, and composites.

ENGIN 46 – Engineering Dynamics  Discipline:  Engineering, Physics.  Dynamics for engineering applications.  Includes the kinematics and dynamics of particles, systems of particles, and rigid bodies in two and three dimensions.

ENGIN 48 – Manufacturing Processes  Discipline:  Engineering, Engineering Technology.  An introduction to manufacturing processes, including:  CNC machining, casting, forcible deformation processes, sintering, injection molding, microfabrication, and joining processes.
