Update From Shared Governance Council 
· First meeting for this semester was held on January 26, 2005.
· TAG made a report about considering the addition of wireless technology on campus for the use of students and part-time faculty.

· A survey to determine campus climate is being developed.  The goal is to determine the nature of climate on campus and foster greater civility and respect on campus.   
· There have been discussions about extending the non-smoking zone of the campus to the parking lots.  The academic senate and the classified senate have endorsed the idea. The student senate is currently conducting a student survey.

Articulation Update
It is the role of the Curriculum Committee to determine and approve whether a course is “baccalaureate level”.   Such an approved course MAY then be accepted by CSU for elective credit. Transfer courses for CSU GE, UC GE or IGETC also need to be designated as “baccalaureate level” by the Curriculum Committee.
The members of the Curriculum Committee will be provided further training on this.

The LMC catalog will explain this more clearly in the legend. 

The new COOR form may need to be modified to add a “Box” for the author to request “Baccalaureate level” designation for the course from the Curriculum Committee.
