Non-Traditional (Online Courses)

ENGL 21LS – Advanced Composition and Critical Thinking (Fall 2005)

Course approved to be taught partially online with the following change:
· 3b Emails – Change email to be answered “within one business day” instead of “six hours”.

PHIL 41LS – Critical Thinking  (Fall 2005)
The course was given limited approval to be taught completely online for one year only – in Fall 2005 and in Spring 2006.

The Curriculum Committee will notify the author of the online instruction request of this limited approval. Future/permanent online instruction approval by the Curriculum Committee will be based upon satisfactory evidence being provided to the GE Committee that the Speaking Criterion for GE courses is being adequately met from the perspective of the student/learner.  The GE committee will provide a list of evidentiary criteria to be included in the memo to the author.

The Curriculum Committee will do the initial research first, then present it to the Academic Senate for college and departmental discussion.
