· Completely online courses need a new COOR with a new “Method of Instruction” specific to online delivery and exchange of information
· Pedagogy methods of instruction should be added to the online form to accomplish SLOs

· Discussion of how articulation questions should be answered

· For the present, no additional information should be put on the existing COOR pending further discussion.
