General Education and Academic Senate Decision
Alex Sterling led a conversation about the Academic Senate’s recommendations to the GE Committee. 

Academic Senate voted and approved a recommendation for General Education Committee at their meeting on October10th.  The recommendation was:

1. If GE rejects an outline, a general education representative will contact the author for a one-on-one dialogue.  If the author and GE representative can’t agree it will go to Academic Senate for review. (Note: per Title V – this is not correct.  It should come to the Curriculum Committee)

2. In looking at each of the GE criteria – a ‘Yes” or “No” only allowed.  “Not enough” is not allowed.  

3. If a course has been approved previously as GE and is revised it does not need to be reviewed for GE again.

The Curriculum Committee discussed the importance of GE Committee’s recommendation to the Curriculum Committee.  The placement into the general education boxes is an important responsibility of the Curriculum Committee. The Curriculum Committee needs the help of the GE committee as those courses have specific GESLO’s  and Curriculum Committee members are not experts on those outcomes. Curriculum Committee members expressed concern about the one-time approval for GE courses.  Also, as the Curriculum Committee has purview over courses and the GE committee makes recommendations to the Curriculum Committee it seems that conflicts about specific courses should come to the Curriculum Committee.  The Curriculum Committee also felt that now that the COOR was all phased in that evaluation of COOR’s at GE would be more consistent (as the COOR requirements aren’t changing) and that not being allowed to see “needs some more information” was too constraining.  Michael, Christina and Janice will compose a draft document to be approved by the Curriculum Committee at the next meeting.  The purpose of this document is to outline what the Curriculum Committee needs from the GE committee in relation to the Academic Senates recommendations.

HVAC Program
John Henry a faculty of our Heating, Ventilation and Air Conditioning courses presented the HVAC Program that is being developed to the committee.  Currently there are only six courses.  A certificate of 14.5 or 15 units is the first level being planned.  The idea is for training resulting in certificates that employers are looking for.  Once it becomes a program the title may be “Environmental Control Technology” which is current and relevant. The plan was well received.

The draft program form was discussed.  Several questions and suggestions came up.  Eileen will work on the form and prepare some needed instructions on completing the form and bring it back for next time.
