Draft of COOR & Online Supplement with 508 compliance:
Brought forth into panel of discussion:

· Online Committee created a link online for faculty instructional design for online courses.

· Faculty needs to look at criteria for ACCJC on instructional design to be in compliance with 508 when developing Course Outline for their class.
· Awareness of requirements language are mild, this is just a starting point and not a training program.
· There should be a reference of contact person, link to training, link of services and who will verify if a student passed the different items required to move forward – whom is the gate-keeper.
· For CC to pass addition of 508 compliance reference to the online supplement.
· CC needs to see some type of developed online course or design on paper before approving.  Instructor/Designer would have to project that course to visualize if course is in compliance.

· Statement “I am aware of compliance!” should be added on page 1 and 2.
· It was recommended for Laurie to speak to SGC regarding concerns of migration to Blackboard to desire to learn.
