COOP Education, Work Experience and Internships
Dave Wahl presented background and information to committee on COOP Education.  He has researched Title V, “Work based Learning” a publication from the Chancellor’s office and information obtained from the “21st Century Work Place Skills” study to prepare the course outlines and get the program up and running again at LMC.  COOP education is used extensively in other California Community Colleges.  The LMC style for COOP is centralized.  Reginald Turner in employment services links the student and faculty.  His hope is to incorporate training for faculty, an orientation online, and more.  3 course outlines are on the agenda today. 
The numbering system was designed for students to locate the courses as well as be consistent with our other district college(s) COOP offerings and not confuse students.  The course will also be cross listed in discipline, i.e., CHDEV 170; COOP 170.  Some TOP Code correction will be required and discipline specific updating to outlines will be necessary. Activity and Lab differences will need to be clarified.  A student is limited to 16 units of COOP Ed. by Title 5 although only 12 units may transfer to a CSU.
· COOP 160 – General Work Experience Education- 1-6 Units.  In this course students complete 75 paid or 60 non-paid hours for each unit of credit earned.   This course may not be in the student’s major and is limited to 6 units.
· COOP 170 – Occupational Work Experience Education – 1-8 units. In this course students complete 75 paid or 60 non-paid hours for each unit of credit earned. This course would be  related to the students major.
· COOP 170A – Occupational Work Experience Internship – 1-8 units. In this course students complete 75 paid or 60 non-paid hours for each unit of credit earned.   This course is designed for students who have completed or concurrently are taking course- work in a specific major and are ready for on the job training.  It could include employer objectives, but is flexible to tie a program objective also.  A program example would be business or child development.  

These three courses are under “proposed new course outline of record” for action today.  There are still many questions about these courses.  Dave has worked hard to prepare these courses for implementation.   A motion was made to table these three courses for further information gathering. (M/S;Goff.Adkins) Unanimous
