· ADJUS-05B-Basic Law Enforcement Academy II – Approved with correction to the CSLO’s to use “advanced” wording.   Correction to have a prerequisite of sequential and not a co-requisite of ADJUS-05A.  Prerequisite form with sequential information was prepared by author and approved by end of agenda. (M/S;Zimny.Adkins) Unanimous.

Existing Course Outlines
· BIOSC-005 –Human Biology and Health.  After a lengthy discussion this course was approved with a change to the number - BIOSC-006.  This will enable the course to be placed into the BIOSC/PHYSC General Education box and go through the articulation process.  The Health Education box course –BIOSC-005, titled Health Biology will remain as the course was previously written and offered as usual.  (M/S;Zimny.Nakaji) Unanimous  
NOTE:  Two motions were made before the approval of this course as stated above.

The discussion included whether to double count the course as BIOSC-005-Human Biology and Health in both the Health Education Box and the BIOSC/PHYSC GE Box.  Course placement in the boxes is in the process of change with Academic Senate.  The General Education Committee makes recommendations to Curriculum on placement into the boxes when the course is reviewed by them.  A motion to approve the course with the GE box recommendation was made without a second. (M; Von Bergen – no second)  No vote.   Another motion was made to approve the course only in the Health Education category.  Discussion included dialogue with the author if this was in fact the intent to have this course only as a Health Education course since it had been newly written.  An option to change the course number and go through the articulation process was suggested.  The author indicated it was more than a Health Course.  This motion was withdrawn. (M; Zimny-withdrawn) No vote.
· MUSIC-020-Baroque Ensemble – Approved with correction to remove the “assessed by audition” sentence in the advisory.  Also to change “required” to recommended in the catalog descriptor and schedule descriptor. Also to add the “new course information” page. (M/S;Von Bergen.Adkins) 6-0-1.
