· ETEC-010-Direct Current Circuits – Tabled with friendly question to author about letter graded verses student choice box. CSLO # 3 wording-  “Work in a team environment to effectively solve for unknowns” was suggested.  Julie and Shawn will check with the author. (M/S;Gardner.Von Bergen) Unanimous.  Prerequisite- Tabled for better wording of #3 paragraph – justification.  Shawn will give some suggestions with language.  This will need to come back for vote.

· ETEC-012-Alternating Current Circuits – Tabled. Same questions as above. (M/S;Perfumo.Von Bergen).  

· ETEC-022-Seminconductor Devices – Approved. (M/S;Von Bergen.Perfumo) Unanimous. Prerequisite – Approved. (M/S;Gardner.Goff) Unanimous.

· ETEC-024-Digital Devices – Approved with corrections.  Take off advisory listed courses of ETEC- 010, ETEC-012, MATH-012. (M/S;Goff.Gardner) Unanimous. Prerequisite approved. (M/S;Nakaji.Goff) Unanimous.

· RNURS-001-Nursing Career Seminar - Approved. (M/S;Goff.Von Bergen) 4-2-0.  Passed.  

· RNURS-020- Transition to the RN Program -Approved with question to check on prerequisite approval date to be sure it is not out-of-date. (M/S;Perfumo.Gottlieb) Unanimous
Online Supplements

Discussion on these supplements included:
· Because of how the courses must be offered and technology in a face-to-face lab may not be available for some sections, these BUS online courses might vary between maximum and minimum partially online and face-to-face hours.  

· This online supplement form was designed for LMC as a document to help clarify for students when they sign up for an online course the face-to-face time that might be required.  Scheduling is handled in the Office of Instruction.

· The Distance Education Committee approved these courses with recommended changes.  BUS 035; 035A, 035C author made all the recommended changes.  BUS 029; 045; 080; 160; 185 changes were made- all but one suggestion.  The wording-“Maximum” with the percentages under the partially online box was recommended to be taken out and listed only as percentages by the Distance Education Committee.  The author felt it was important to clarify the maximum and/or minimum wording.  

·  An example that Robin provided was for BUS-029 –this class is usually offered in evening for a mostly adult student population.  The BUS lab may or may not be available for face-to-face lab hours so they would be scheduled online.  In all these courses effective student/faculty contact would be made.

The committee was ready to vote.

· BUS-035-Microsoft Office – Approved. (M/S;Adkins.Nakaji) Unanimous.
· BUS-035A-Microsoft Word – Approved. (M/S;Perfumo.Adkins) Unanimous.

· BUS-035C-Microsoft PowerPoint – Approved. (M/S;Adkins.Goff) Unanimous.

· BUS-045-Office Accounting Essentials – Approved with correction to add word “minimum” to 75 percentage under partially online box.  This would further clarify the offering. (M/S;Gardner.Adkins) Unanimous.

· BUS-080-Ten Key/Data Entry-Approved with correction to add word “minimum” to 60 percentage under partially online box. (M/S;Gardner.Nakaji) Unanimous.

· BUS-160-Personal Finance – Approved with correction to add word “minimum” to 75 percentage under partially online box. (M/S;Gottlieb.Gardner) Unanimous.
· BUS-185-Computerized Accounting – Approved with same language as above.  This example does not need to have the completely online box checked.
