Announcements & Public Comment
Janice announced that five AAT-AA-S degree programs were approved.  Child Development, Administration of Justice, Geology, Physical Science, and Theater.
Approval of today’s Agenda- Approved with the addition of an emergency item, ESL minor change regarding prerequisites. (M/S;Perfumo.Nakaji) Unanimous
Minutes from May 4, 2011  

· Approved with correction to announcements that Laurie Huffman will be the Distance Education representative for SP12 not FA12. (M/S;Nakaji.Perfumo) Unanimous
Consent Agenda- A motion was made to remove the ESL Minor Change Form item from the consent agenda so it can be discussed.  Paula Gunder is attending today to speak to the requested changes in prerequisites. (M/S;Perfumo.Nakaji) Unanimous
· EDUC-010 – AVID I – Discipline addition – Approved. (M/S;Perfumo.Zimny) 6-0-1.

ESL -013, 014, 023, 024, 033, 034, 043, 044. –The change will help students and the result of the discussion was this minor change form - prerequisite addition was approved. (M/S;Perfumo.Von Bergen) Unanimous.

Proposed New Course Outlines 
· PSYCH/SOCIO-017-Introduction to Research. Approved once the New Course and Course Max forms are submitted.  This is approved so that it will not hold up the PSYCH and SOCIO TMC. Normally the new course forms must accompany the submitted COOR to be reviewed. Gil informed the committee the new course should not have impacts and financial expense to the college. (M/S;Zimny.Nakaji) Unanimous.
New AA-T and AS-T Programs
· PSYCH – A motion was made to approve with the following conditions:
· Check box that this AA-T will replace AA degree in PSYCH.  (Electronic Form)
· Give a clear explanation of the double counting of courses in the “Development Criteria and Narrative Documentation”- catalog descriptor for this new program. (Not part of packet here and what Chancellor’s office is looking for).
· The current terminal degree is deleted.
(M/S;Gardner.Perfumo) Unanimous. 
· SOCIO  - A motion was made to approved with the following conditions:

· Check box that this AA-T will replace the SOCIO degree (currently indicated as an AS). (Electronic Form)

· Give a clear explanation of the double counting of course in the “Development Criteria and Narrative Documentation” – catalog descriptor for this new program. (Not part of packet here and what Chancellor’s office is looking for).

· Check box should indicate the Sociology degree is an AA not an AS. (AS degrees are for CTE by Chancellor definition).

· The current terminal degree is deleted.
 (M/S;Nakaji.Adkins) Unanimous.
We looked at the justification for keeping the terminal AA degrees in Psychology and Sociology.  Considerations that were discussed were:
1)      Jobs associated with the terminal degree were discussed.  Does the current PSYCH and SOCIO terminal degree coursework prepare students for the jobs stated in the PSYCH and SOCIO AA-T application?    There was no labor market data or advisory board recommendations for the coursework in the degrees.  For the jobs listed the Human Services majors at both Solano and CCC had CTE coursework that would be specific to the positions stated in the rationale.  Course such as case management, group processes, etc.  Psychology and Sociology are not in the CTE TOPs code and therefore are considered transfer programs by the Chancellors office and when the counselors look at our course offerings the courses appear to be transfer preparation and not job related.
2)     Admissions and Records brought up that the way the current terminal degrees are structured that if students take 2 PSYCH courses (10 and 11), 2 SOCIO courses (15 and 16, and 2 ANTHRO courses (5 and 6) that they are eligible for 3 degrees.  The PSYCH degree, SOCIO degree and the degree in Behavioral Studies Liberal Studies degree.   By deleting the terminal PSYCH and SOCIO terminal degrees students can still take this same pattern of coursework and receive the Behavioral Studies Liberal Studies degree.  In addition if they take one more ANTRO course, ANTHRO 7 they will be eligible for the terminal ANTHRO degree as well.  

3)   The intention of the SB 1440 legislation is to create the transfer degrees and for transfer programs like Psychology and Sociology that this degree would eliminate the need for the terminal AA degree.  .  The chancellor’s office looks closely at the associated degrees offered at the community colleges in the approval process for the AA-T.  It is important to not have multiple degrees in a major that does not have specific job related- CTE associations.  We were concerned that the state Chancellors office may return the degree applications if we retained the current AA/AS degrees and we would not be able to offer these AA-T degrees for 2011/2012.

 The motion was approved. (M/S;Nakaji.Adkins) Unanimous.
· CHDEV – A motion was made to approve the proposed new AS-T in Child Development called “Child Development and Education”. The existing AS in Child Development will be eliminated.   Edits were brought for items #3 and #6 that were not the same as the pages in our packets.  Item #3 clarified the number of units for each course.  Item #6 paragraphs were re-written for clarity.  (M/S;Gardner.Adkins) Unanimous.

Janice communicated with counseling (Department), AVID (Karl Debro), ACE (Tue Rust), course groups.  These groups liked the new acronym-ACS.  Counseling asked that their courses be cross referenced with COUNS for a time until students become familiar with the new location and acronym.  A motion was made for COUNS; EDUC; HMSRV; to be relocated to the ACS  (Academic and Career Success) acronym in the courses associated with AVID; ACE; COUNS.  COUNS will be cross referenced for a smooth transition.   This will be effective in the 12-13 catalog year.  Motion was approved. (M/S;Zimny.Gottlieb) Unanimous.  Janice had also communicated with Dave Belman on his leadership courses and he liked the new LACI (Leadership and Community Involvement) acronym for his group.  A motion was made to approve. (M/S;Perfumo.Zimny) Unanimous.
Dave Zimny thanked the committee for the hard work it has done this year in making decisions that will have a positive effect for students.  

CLEP – IB Equivalency 
Marie Karp prepared a chart with the CLEP and IB tests and course equivalencies.  Input from departments received was used.  Right now, Mathematics is not ready to give an equivalency so those listed courses will show “no equivalent” for now.  Also shown on the draft were foreign language courses meeting “humanities” requirements for our LMC degree.  This will be corrected to show N/A.  Eileen will go through this list and clean up the columns for the official document and catalog.  A motion was made to accept the CLEP-IB equivalencies. (M/S;Perfumo.Zimny) Unanimous.  Janice thanked Marie for this hard and time consuming work done on these equivalencies.  This work made it possible to have equivalencies completed and approved this semester.
Interdisciplinary Training – There was no time for this mini-training today.  It will be held in the FA11 semester.
Janice thanked the committee for all the hard work done this semester.  This is the last meeting for us.  The Academic Senate voted in our membership for next semester and Curriculum will have a full committee for Fall.
