· FALL – Process COORS in September through November.  The deadline for review in the Curriculum Committee will be in November around Thanksgiving or early December.

· SPRING – Catalog Production (Shannon Ramirez, Rob Valentine)
· December – Eileen Valenzuela sends info to CSU, GE and IGETC for articulation.  In August, the information is sent to UCOP.

· Firm deadline for COORs to the LMC Community will be October.

· The vast majority of COORs are transferable, therefore, we need to have these firm deadlines.

· Addendum – PENDING TRANSFER STATUS could be listed in the schedule for courses that have not yet been accepted by UC/CSU for transfer.
· Catalog production is in SPRING.

· Provide staff development re. COORs to faculty during the SPRING for FALL semester submission of COORs.
