Ann Johns a faculty at San Diego State teaches a class on this subject as well as authored a text that gives faculty words, methods and ways to disseminate this information to students. Karl would like to invite her to our campus to present her method “analysis of prompts”.  The committee thought this is a great idea.  A Thursday day with a time of 2 to 5 would be ideal. Karl will follow-up and plan this presentation.  The GE committee will offer support for this activity.
