	Subcommittee Updates

Proposal #2 – M(Goff)/S(Ogunleye) Fending $795 conditional upon even being held here, open to community, a reconsideration of the date and an intentional marketing plan. Also, there should be corresponding materials to the nature of the event available and distributed at the event itself. The motion passed unanimously.

Proposal #3 – Generally supported, but itemized budget was needed.

Proposal #4 – M(Moore)/S(Goff) More information is needed here include specifics about what is being done directly and an emphasis on specific interventions. A vote was taken to determine whether this proposal should be funded – 3 voted for funding, 3 voted against funding, and 3 abstained. The proposers will be asked to resubmit.
