	Public Comment 
	N. Traeger: LMCAS students expressed excitement about interfaith space in the new student union, but would like to request a similar space in new Brentwood building. Future Agenda item to invite LMCAS representatives and discuss how IDEA can support them in this. President Kratochvil is in charge of all construction-related requests now. 
D. Belman: LMCAS should consider how commons space in the new Brentwood center is allotted and where clubs can gather. Phase 2 will have more space for clubs. Dave wants LMCAS to think about how students will own space in Brentwood in the future. S. Kwist will bring the issue to President’s Cabinet sooner.

J. Townsend: New General Education model may be a concern as far as continuing diversity charge GESLO5.

	Action: Approved (4-0-2 abstain)

	Student Religious Observance Update
	Nicole reports that the next step is to let Josh Bearden know to take student religious observance officially to DGC, as it has been accepted and approved by LMC Academic Senate. Janice suggested that during FLEX week, an IDEA representative draft an email to faculty to remind them of the policy and that it has been approved by Academic Senate. Dave suggested this could go out in support of the Office of Instruction highlighting the new policy during FLEX week.

	Campus Feminine Hygiene Needs Update
	Catt reported on dispenser research for women’s restrooms and the lack of any dispensers on campus with the exception of 2 student services restrooms. These are pay dispensers and still mostly full, according to the custodial department. Catt proposed test run for Women’s History Month using decorative baskets and donated product to demonstrate campus need. Catt also proposed post-it affirmations on women’s room mirrors during Women’s History Month. Sabrina said she would find funding, and the choice of permanent dispenser should ultimately be vetted through facilities and custodial departments, but the project has been brought to the Cabinet pre-emptively. Dave suggests feminine hygiene products should come out of the operation budget in the future. Catt will email Frank and Russ to give the department a heads-up about the pilot project and copy Sabrina and Dave. Erlinda spoke up for the same needs in Brentwood. As an aside, Dave asked that a lactation space be kept in mind for the new Brentwood center.
