Update on SB 1440

Richard updated the committee on this Bill. The goal of the bill is to increase Associate Degrees in a transfer path by standardizing the graduation requirements. There may be some significant curriculum committee action, but there is much to be worked out academically and professionally to comply with the new bill. We will wait for direction from the Chancellor’s office on how to comply.
