· President – announced that Coach Richard Villegas is the Athletic Director for 201/2011; the out of state athletes issues should be resolved this year after an extensive investigation; plans for student services swing space are being reviewed and issues resolved; commendations to the Academic Senate, the Curriculum Committee and Janice Townsend for their extensive work on SLOs.  President Garcia also attended the services for student Larry Nalls and noted that many from LMC were in attendance.
· Academic Senate – the study abroad program will have more representatives appointed; a presentation on ACE was made by Tue Rust expressing a need for additional funding; voted to approve combining the professional development and local planning group; a presentation was made regarding the use of BSI funds and a discussion ensued on whether or not the BSI funds were being spent appropriately.  President Garcia interjected that any charges of inappropriate use of BSI funds are erroneous.
· Classified Senate – appointed members to committees; finalized fundraising events for 2010/2011; planning for the Soup Cook-off and the October Meet N Greet.
· Associated Students – shared a resolution the LMCAS had passed to rename the Little Theater to the Larry Nalls Memorial Theater; discussed various ideas for a memorial for Larry Nalls and fundraising for a memorial scholarship fund in his name and the possibility of re-naming one of the leadership awards in his honor; the budget for 2010/2011 is very small so the group applied for a grant to fund the Reserve Textbook Program; discussed transportation issues and the bus pass program.
· Curriculum Committee – discussed a PTEC 900 course that will become permanent next year; Karen Nakaji made a presentation about baccalaureate level courses; will be discussing “credit by exam” and alternatives to receiving credit for a course without taking the course.
